To complete the application process, the following information must be submitted. Unless otherwise indicated, all documents must be submitted via the online application.

· A completed online National Scholarship Application (NSA).  Please type your responses, including "N/A" for items that are not applicable to you.  The application MUST be completed in its entirety,  and will only be accepted between January 1  and 11:59pm on January 31, 2012.
· An official current Academic Transcript (through the fall 2011 semester).  You must request that your University’s registrar forward the transcript directly to the NABA National Office.  We will not accept student copies or other unofficial transcripts.  Opened transcripts will be deemed “unofficial.”
· A clear copy of Student/Permanent Resident Visa (only if applicant IS NOT a United States citizen). 
· A Current Resume. 
· Two (2) Letters of Recommendation.  One must be from a member of the accounting/business faculty at your college/university.  The other may be from a non-relative who is familiar with your academic and/or professional performance (i.e. employer, advisor, etc.). Letters can be submitted in one of the following ways:
Letters can be submitted in one of the following ways:

· Email – as an attachment (.pdf, .doc). Must be received by 11:59pm, January 31, 2012.
· Letters must be sent via email to scholarships@nabainc.org. The email must be from the address of the person writing the recommendation. Email and signature must match.

· The subject line must read, “NSP Recommendation Letter” and include the name of the student. (i.e. Recommendation Letter – Jane Doe)
· The letter (document) must be on school letterhead and signed by the recommender and saved with the student’s name (i.e. Lastname, Firstname). Documents can be scanned and sent as a pdf file. Electronic signatures are accepted.
· Regular Mail. Letter must be postmarked no later than January 31, 2012. Letters sent by students will not count as official. The letter must be on school letterhead and signed by the recommender. 

· A Personal Biography of 500 words or less.  Your biography should specifically discuss your career objectives, leadership abilities, community activities, and your involvement in NABA (include any offices held, exceptional achievements, and/or special recognition). 
· Calculation of Major GPA. This must be included in the scholarship application under the Academic Profile heading for your application to be considered complete. A calculation worksheet is provided on the NABA website National Scholarship page, if needed.
